What is the Good Samaritan Run? 

Starting a couple of years back a small group of folks began reaching out to our homeless friends in Washington Park, located in downtown Cincinnati, every Saturday…rain, snow, sleet, on holidays… no matter what.  Developing relationships one bologna sandwich at a time, they have impacted lives, including their own, through their consistent service.

Each Saturday over one hundred sandwiches are distributed and used to build relational bridges.

What will I do when I get there?  

· The van will be unloaded and what resembles a “cafeteria” line will be formed.

· The team leader will invite everyone to prayer before the food is served.    

· As people move into the line you will help people through the line and distribute food and drinks.  

· While folks are eating, the team goes around and visits and offers prayer.  

The more you go on this outreach the more you start to recognize faces and the more your face is recognized as well.  Trust is then developed and new friends are made.  

Helpful Hints:

· On the ride down, read the special guidelines developed for this outreach supplied by the leader.

· Kids sometimes give the best prayers and create the greatest smiles.

· Always travel in pairs and don’t wander away from the park, even if someone wants to show you something nearby.
· Respect a person who declines your offer for prayer. Use this as an opportunity to pray silently for them after your conversation ends.

· Politely decline requests for money.
